Explanation. This standard sets forth a list of basic geographical-political entities and a code 
structure that identifies each entity. Basic entities are defined as: 

a. Independent states. 
b. Dependent areas. 
c. Areas of quasi-independence, noncontiguous territories, possessions without population, 
areas with special sovereignty associations, and areas without sovereignty. 
d. Political regimes not recognized by the United States. 
e. Outlying areas of the United States, including islands in dispute. 

Each basic entity includes all of its first-order subdivisions (examples, United States includes 
Hawaii and Alaska; Portugal includes the Azores and Madeira Islands). This list of basic en­
tities provides complete coverage of the Earth's land masses without overlap or duplication in 
coverage. 

Approving Authority. Bureau of the Budget.

Applicability. This standard will be prescribed for the interchange of formatted machine sensi­
ble coded data between and among agencies and between agencies and the public, to include in­
dustry and state and local governments. Use within agency data systems is encouraged when such 
use contributes to operational benefits, efficiency, or economy. 
Implementation Schedule. This standard will become effective on January 1, 1971. Agencies 
may use this standard prior to that date by mutual agreement. 
Specifications. Federal Information Processing Standard 10 (FIPS 10), Countries, Dependen­
cies, and Areas of Special Sovereignty, June 15, 1970 (affixed). 
Qualifications. 

a. In adopting this standard, it is recognized that: 
1. There are lists of basic geographical entities in use in the Federal Government that 
differ from this list. 
2. There are lists that combine basic geographical entities with the subdivisions of se­
lected entities in use by some agencies. 
3. There are lists that combine basic geographical entities with various regional combi­
nations. 
4. There are lists that combine basic geographical entities with international organiza­
tions. 
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5. There are lists that contain historical entities in addition to entities now in existence. 
6. Many of these lists have unique coding schemes ranging from two to five positions 
using both alpha and numeric characters. 
7. These lists and their associated codes represent the requirements of particular fields 
of interest. These fields cross agency lines, extend beyond the Federal Government, 
and, in some cases, are embedded in international agreements. 

b. This standard is not intended to be a universal replacement for all other entity and 
code lists in use. Nor is it intended to be ignored. Agencies are expected to work toward two 
objectives: 

1. Lists of entities that are compatible with this standard. It is planned that full sup­
port will be given to efforts to develop a uniform list of current entities as a Federal 
General Standard, an American National Standard, an International Standard, and a 
United Nations Standard. The list of entities herein contained is a first step in this 
direction. The United Nations Standard Country Code published in 1970 contains a nearly 
identical list1• A number of countries in addition to the United States are working to­
ward better data interchange between the various technical communities. Thus, a "need" 
of any community of interest will be to interchange data with other technical communi­
ties. The term technical community is used to mean fields such as weather, communica­
tions, transportation, patents, business, trade and population statistics, library, banking, 
medicine, etc. The desired interchange is impossible without uniform use of geographical­
political terms. 
2. The elimination of other characteristics and facts from their basic entity lists. Thus, 
international organizations should be removed unless there is agreement to include them 
-all of them. Subdivisions should be removed and placed in an entirely different field, 
class, or element. Methods of combining entities should be removed and made a different 
field, class or element. 

This standard is not intended to cause a basic upheaval of systems that do not use a geograph­
ical-political basis for subdividing the world. On the other hand, if these systems must combine 
two or more sovereign nations as a single entity, there must be a clear indication of this fact 
and the combination must not be represented as being merely the largest entity. In other words, 
if any system is to continue to use nonstandard entities, each such nonstandard entity must 
clearly identify the standard entities that comprise it. 

The code scheme used in this standard may not be permanent. The work yet to be done at 
the American National Standards and the International Organization for Standards levels may 
make it advisable to modify this Federal Standard. The use of this code in the interim is ad­
vised to facilitate interchange for an unknown period of time, and to allow an orderly conversion 
to a new code scheme if necessary. 

This standard has been developed and approved to facilitate data interchange. Where there 
are existing interchange arrangements between systems or between agencies, this standard need 
not be used if its use would cause serious disruption. Implementation of this standard means 
its use in any data interchange between systems or agencies unless both parties to the interchange 
specifically agree othe1wise. 

The outlying areas of the United States identified in the standard also are identified in FIPS 
5, States and Outlying Areas of the United States.
